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What does the Sun look like? These circles represent the Sun. Shade in how much of the 
Sun is covered by the moon at different times. 

Safety First: It is never safe to look directly at the Sun. The only safe way to look at the Sun is 
through special-purpose solar filters, such as “eclipse glasses” or hand-held solar viewers. 

Describe or draw other things you notice at different times 
during the eclipse. What are birds or other animals doing? What is the weather like (clouds, 
temperature, wind)?
