How to Use the
GLOBE Eclipse Tool

Note: Before the day of the eclipse,
you should download the app, create
an account, and complete the tutorials
for Land Cover and Clouds.

Open the Eclipse tool.
Tap the Eclipse button under
“Choose your protocol.”
